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Venue List

Indoor Events

At all of the indoor venues tables are provided free of charge
Malvern – Lyttleton Rooms, Church Street

This is an upstairs hall with access via a lift or stairs

Parking – There are spaces for 7 exhibitors at the rear of the hall, with a car park nearby.

Tewkesbury – Town Hall

Access directly off the main High Street up 3 steps to the hall. Refreshments provided throughout the day  by the NSPCC with free tea and coffee for stall holders!

Loading / unloading directly outside the hall

Parking – On one of Tewkesbury’s pay and display car parks costing between £2 and £8 a day. It is possible to obtain a permit from the council to park outside the hall at a cost of £10 a day.

Tewkesbury – Abbey Rooms

In the shadow of the Abbey, with the advantage of having a nice café/restaurant within the complex that is usually extremely busy

Loading / unloading directly outside the hall

Parking – On one of Tewkesbury’s pay and display car parks costing between £2 and £8 a day.

Worcester  - Guildhall 

A large Hall situated on the main pedestrianised High Street. 

Parking and unloading at the rear of the building via an access road off Copenhagen Street. 

Parking - Free car parking can be limited if there is an event on in the Guildhall but there are adequate local pay and display car parks

Upton – Memorial Hall

A large Hall situated straight off the main street. Upton is a boating and camping centre attracting many visitors particularly on the festival days. Refreshments provided in aid of Earls Croom Church

Unloading – From the road outside the hall 

Parking – a short walk from the hall on the side of the street or town car park

Moreton in Marsh – The Redesdale Hall

The hall is situated right in the centre of Moreton adjacent to a large car park where the tourist busses stop. Although on 2 floors we only use the ground floor of the building

Refreshments available – provided by Christine

Unloading – from adjacent car park

Parking – Now limited on a Saturday to 2 hours in the adjacent car park but other parking available close by, Still free parking all day on a Sunday

Pershore No 8

We share this venue with another craft guild, Tables here are NOT supplied, so you need your own, fees here have to be paid in advance, NOT on the day!, Unloading on a rota basis just outside hall, parking not to far away at £4 per day. Drinks and cakes are available from the buildings restaurant.

Outdoor/ Marquee Events

At all outdoor fairs you are advised to bring your own chairs. 

Tables have to be ordered and are charged at an additional £5 per 6’ table
Bromyard Gala

Normally in our own marquee up by the show ring. The gala hosts a number of events including Vintage vehicles, Steam Rally and lots of happy visitors.

Camping – Camping and caravanning is available free of charge if booked in advance via Gwen

Welland Steam Rally

In a split marquee with the Farmers market, show includes Vintage vehicles, Steam Rally and tractor pulling and a great firework display on the Saturday night.

If Exhibitors book all 3 days then Friday is free of Charge

Camping – Camping and caravanning is available free of charge if booked in advance via Gwen

Kington Horse Show

This is on the side of the A44 Kington to Lyonshall road about 1 mile out of the town. Usually a good show as it is the last of its type in the summer

Camping – not on site but available close by
